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Pastor’s Paragraphs 
 
  Words of encouragement!  That’s what we need.   These are difficult days, to say the least.  
But perhaps, we should look at them as challenging days and days of opportunity.  It appears to me 
that it was in a time of wilderness wandering that God prepared for himself a people who would be 
capable of reaching greater heights than ever before.  Indeed, he prepared them for a “Promised 
Land.” 
 
 In 1775 Edmund Burke said:  “The only thing necessary for the triumph of evil is that good 
men do nothing.”  I might add to that and say that it is necessary not just for good men to do some-
thing, but to do the right thing.  And that my friend, takes courage.  It appears to me that for us to 
face these trying times and succeed; we must determine that we will not fail.  It is as the Apostle Paul 
writes in Philippians 4:13:  “I can do all things through Christ who strengthens me.”  Dan Green, in 
his book Finish Strong, writes:  “Regardless of what came before or of what has yet to come, what 
matters most right now is how I choose to respond to the challenge before me.  Will I lie down or 
will I fight?  The choice is mine and I choose to finish strong.”  Do you have the courage and the 
faith to succeed?  Let me share with you three other statements for Green’s book.  Dale Carnegie 
said:  “Most of us have far more courage than we ever dreamed we possessed.”  Robert Cody writes:  
“Have the courage to live.  Anyone can die.”  And Gilbert K. Chesterton writes:  “Courage is almost 
a contradiction in terms.  It means a strong desire to live taking the form of a readiness to die.”  In 
other words, courage is faith acting itself out in works.  It is refusing to give up or give in. 
 
 In these economically trying times, our nation faces great challenges; as does the church, 
and as do we.  The government will try to do something, but will it do the right thing?  That remains 
to be seen.  The church will try to meet the needs before it with contributions from its members, but 
will it succeed?  We can look at the challenges we face within our families and either throw up our 
hands in despair or determine that we will overcome them.  The key, whether it is for the govern-
ment, the church, or us, is to act courageously with faith after seeking and hearing the voice of God.  
At the very center of it all it, is God.  Christ will empower us to succeed in life if we are prepared to 
surrender our lives totally to him.  He overcame sin, death, and the grave.  Surely, our economic 
woes are far less of a challenge to him.  He wants you to do the right thing, keep the faith, and trust 
him.  There are lessons to be learned in the wilderness, our wilderness.  What is God preparing you 
to be and do?  Will you step out in faith?  Hear God’s word to Joshua:  “Be of good courage, for I am 
with you.”  Anyone can give up and anyone can die.  Only men and women of faith can be of great 
courage, step out, live,   do the right thing, and succeed.  God is trying to prepare us for something 
greater than anything we have ever experienced.  Will we learn the lessons, accept his challenges, 
and make these days the best and the brightest days yet?  Time will tell.  I’m looking forward to the 
year ahead.
