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Pastor’s Paragraphs 
 

 Do you like riddles?  Here’s one for you from the July issue of Bits & Pieces. 
 
The scenario:  A man approaches a woman behind the counter and hands her a book.  She looks 
at it as says, “That will be seven dollars.”  He pays the woman and walks out without the book.  
She sees him leave without it, but does not call him back.  Why? 
 
The clues: 
1.  The woman was not surprised that the man left without the book. 
2.  He did not pay the money to buy the book. 
3.  When he paid the money he received nothing in return – but was not unhappy to pay 
it. 
I will tell you the answer later. 

 
Jesus did not speak in riddles, but He often spoke in parables (short stories with moral 

teachings).  Someone defined Jesus’ parables as earthly stories with heavenly meanings.  Often, 
after hearing a parable, the disciples scratched their heads and asked:  “What does the story 
mean?”  Jesus, then, patiently explained the meaning of the parable to them.  Personally, I’m 
glad Jesus told them the meaning because I might have been scratching my head and asking the 
same question about some of the parables Jesus told.  He used stories about farming and wed-
ding parties, treasures and money, and barns and house cleaning, to mention just a few.  And 
each of those stories has a very important lesson to teach.  But how can we hear the parables 
unless someone tells us or we take the time to open our Bibles and read them for ourselves.  Ei-
ther way, to understand the significance of what Jesus is saying to us, we need to seek His ex-
planation through prayer.  Each parable leads us to a closer walk with our Lord and a better un-
derstanding of His will for our lives, particularly our understanding of the Kingdom of God. 

 
As we approach Labor Day, a time when we thank God for the ability to labor and the 

blessings He gives through our willingness to labor,  we would do well to remember the first 
line of an old hymn that says, “Let us labor for the Master from the dawn to setting sun…”  It is 
through our faithful labor for and with the Lord, that he will work in and through us to accom-
plish his will and bless us throughout the whole process.  Take time to read your Bible, pray, 
and seek God’s will for you each day.  It will make a difference.
